Support of State Government RIM Administrative Law at Public Hearings: Title 1, Chapter 11, Part 2 (1.11.2) of the New Mexico Administrative Code (NMCD) for the implementation of Uniform Real Property Electronic Recording Act under Sections 14-9A-1 through 14-9A-7 of the New Mexico Statutes Annotated (NMSA) for New Mexico County Clerks; plus amendments to 1.13.10 NMAC for Records Custody, Access, Storage and Disposition; and 1.13.4 NMAC for Electronic Messaging.  Yet another project of notoriety was the Chapter's Co-sponsorship of the NARA Digital Initiative (DigIn) Digital Preservation Conference at the University of New Mexico (UNM) Continuing Education Conference Center from June 4-6, 2008.
